Course Description: This Band class is designed to reinforce many basic skills required to participate in a high school band program and to challenge the advanced music students at East Coweta High School. This band will focus on music at an advanced level. The students in this class will perform at the Troy University Honor Band Clinic, Pre-Festival Concert, District Band Festival, Spring Concert, Pops in the Park, and Graduation.  The students in this class will be encouraged and expected to reach their maximum potential.

Materials Used: Various method books (I Recommend, Tipps), Cassette Tapes, Pencils, music featuring prominent composers of concert band literature, instruments, music notebooks, scale and rhythm sheets
Objectives:

1) To develop a greater understanding and appreciation of music.

2) To develop individual performance growth specific to each instrument, with special attention to improving ones tone, articulation, intonation, phrasing and other techniques.

3) To develop ensemble performance awareness of such musical ideas as balance, blend, tuning, melody and harmony.

4) To develop an understanding of music history and its many periods, styles, composers and performers.

5) To develop discipline, responsibility and teamwork concepts that will help to enrich our lives.

Duties and Expectations of Band Members
1. Be on time to all Rehearsals and Performances.  Early is on time – On 


time is late.
2. Upon entering the room, get your instrument, and go directly to your seat.

3. When the director steps on the podium or asks for your attention, all    


talking should cease.

4. Come to rehearsals with a good attitude

5. There should be no excess playing before class begins

6. Make an effort to improve on a daily basis

7. At end of rehearsal, put all materials in their proper place.

8. Maintain a strong academic standing in all course work.

9. Refrain from using bad language while in the band room

10. Refrain from chewing gum while in the band room

11. Should keep any area of the band room they use, clean.

12. Read and play music with insight, have musical expectations

Our Band Rules

Participation rules

1. No talking, playing or being disruptive while director is on the podium.

2. Stay in your seat unless given permission to get up.  Raise your hand.                  

3. Do not play on after the band has stopped.

4. Attendance at all performances is expected and mandatory.

5. Make sure you have your instrument, music, and pencil at 

every rehearsal.  .

Don’t bring personal items like book bags, cases and homework into the rehearsal setting.

House Rules

1. No food or drinks in band room.  This includes gum.  Gum is never allowed in band room, including before and after school.
2. Do not leave personal belongings in the band room.  We are not responsible for missing items.  Buy a lock for your locker!
3. Non-Band students are not allowed in the band room at any time during the school day.  (8 AM-4 PM)
